Meeting with Mr Frank O’Leary: SOH requested the name of a representative to attend a meeting with Mr O’Leary in order to clarify and communicate the issues surrounding the derogation process. At this meeting Mr O’Leary wishes to outline the process, how to best use the process etc. The DATH’s and the MATH’s Groups will also be in attendance.

Ms Avilene Casey (AC) and Ms Grace Fraher (GF) are the IADNAM representatives on the nurse-prescribing group.  

SOH outlined that the Commission on Nursing Hours was now set up with its terms of reference. Professor Tom Collins, Head of Education Department, NUI Maynooth, is heading the Commission up... A public consultation will take place. SOH requested representatives to form an advisory group to the Commission. It was agreed that the Executive of IADNAM would be the advisory group as it has representation from across disciplines and areas. It was also agreed that the Dath’s group also have representation. The Commission will commence their work immediately and it is expected that they will require a meeting early in April.
